At the start of the year, there 

were 133 Cohort 1 Mastery 

Specialists and 148 Cohort 2 

Mastery Specialists. Further 

cohorts of Mastery Specialists 

will be recruited to the 

programme for 2017-18, 2018-

19, and 2019-20. The intention 

is that at the beginning of 2019

-20, there will be a total of 700 

Mastery Specialists, either 

leading Work Groups or in their 

development year.  10 Masters 

are currently working for NW 

Teaching for Mastery Work Group Schools 

At the start of the 2016-17 academic years, there were 793 

schools participating in Teaching for Mastery Work Groups with 

the 133 Mastery Specialists. By the end of 2019-20, it is hoped 

that 8400 primary schools will have participated in Work 

Groups.  

The formal recruitment process for 2017-18 Work Group 

Schools will begin once the Cohort 3 Mastery Specialist 

recruitment process is completed. This is likely to be in April/

May 2017.  

This sustained growth in the numbers of schools has been made 

possible by the £41 million funding announced by the DfE in 

July 2016. 

Each school participating in a Work Group receive a £1000 

grant towards teacher release time and £2000 matched-funding 

towards textbooks from a DfE-approved list.  

Maths Mastery Specialist Teachers 

Excellent Maths teacher programme 

We have now trained 70 teachers/Maths leads from across the 

NW in supporting them to build leadership capacity within their 

own school and beyond. Learning from the programme has 

been used to develop the participant and other teachers within 

their context ultimately impacting positively on them as a 

leader, staff in the school and pupil outcomes and attitudes to 

maths.  The programme has proven to have significant impact 

for the staff receiving the training in terms of personally and 

professionally and has ultimately impacted on improving the 

provision for pupils that they teach.  

This extremely popular programme will begin again in 

September 2017. We are taking EOI and will be recruiting an 

additional 40 teachers in the summer term. Please email- Lisa 

Bradshaw if you or a member of your staff is interested in being 

part of this.  

The overall aim of the programme is to share and develop 

effective mathematics practice across the NW providing a 

school led approach to improving teaching and leadership of 

mathematics.

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EYFS- Developing Mathematical fluency to raise expectation/number focus and 

progression (local project):  

The Work Group has been put together based on analysis of need, in that schools are looking at the ramifications of Teaching for Mastery in 

KS1 for EY settings. Research shows that the most effective way to help schools implement educational changes is through the development 

of professional learning communities. Each school will receive a combination of core training; classroom based coaching sessions and some 

group mentoring. 13 schools have now completed wave 1 and 2 of the project. We will be recruiting another 20 schools for Wave 3 of the roll 

out to start in spring 2017. A briefing for all Head teachers and EYFS leads from across the NW will take place on: Wednesday 29th March, 

1.30-3.30pm at St Helens Chamber, Salisbury St, Off Chalon Way, St Helens, Saint Helens WA10 1FY . 

NW Maths Hub 3 Leading National Collaboration and Development of EYFS Mathematics 

Practice 

NW Maths Hub 3 have been selected to lead on this to support other Maths Hubs across the country, agree common messages and develop 

practice and protocols. This is an exciting opportunity! 

 The Teaching for Mastery National Co-ordination Team have identified and analysed the need for support in Mathematics for Early Years 

practitioners this is also highlighted in The All Party Parliamentary Group on Mathematics and Numeracy report 

(www.appgmathsnumeracy.org.uk ) on Early Mathematics which included in its recommendations that: 

¶ All early years practitioners, both new entrants and the existing workforce should be trained in children’s mathematical 
development. 

¶ The government should extend its Maths Hubs programme to include pre-schools. 

¶ The government must provide more guidance for practitioners on the use of effective approaches and resources. 

The newly reformed Early Childhood Mathematics Group have indicated to the Secretary of State that they believe that the time is ripe to 

have a national initiative to promote early maths, which would enthuse both practitioners and parents. 

The TfM NCT believe that the Maths Hubs Network therefore has the opportunity to draw together the expertise that is being built across 

the country and to use this to influence the national direction of travel as well as provide clear messages and support for practitioners. 

In the first instance we are drawing together a group of Work Group leaders from across the Maths Hubs Network (these will represent all 35 

Maths hub regions), who are developing EY practice in mathematics. The purpose of this group is to work together on developing key 

messages for EY practitioners. This is to take place in February in Birmingham. Further details to follow including next steps and opportunities 

for all schools/practitioners.

¶ A suite of assessment tools 

50% reduction on programme costs for schools in the St Helens TSA / NW3 Maths Hub region 

With generous funding from the Garfield Weston Foundation, Maths Mastery is able to offer a limited number of schools a reduction on cost 

of the programme from £6,450 to £3,225 in the first year. The areas they are able to fund are St Helens, Knowsley, Wigan, Warrington, 

Sefton, Cheshire East and West, Wirral, Liverpool and Southport. The funding is aimed to establish a collaborative hub of Mathematics 

Mastery schools in this region and the deadline to apply for a match-funded place on the programme is 28 February 2017.

schools say the programme results in more confident and higher-quality teaching, increased enjoyment of lessons, a deeper understanding of 

mathematics and higher achievement. 



Intervention in a Mastery Context in association with Edge Hill ECC Team (local project) 

 Intervention in a Mastery Context in association with Edge Hill ECC team- Teachers and TAs will develop their understanding and embed 
approaches to:  

¶ Mastery:- teachers will develop their practice and principles ensuring that they plan for the 5 big ideas. They will meet the needs of 
all children and as a result of the activity outlined below will track children identified to ensure they make progress.  

¶ Variation theory including: Three forms of procedural variation (same problem/ different method; same method/ different problem 
and varying examples) and Conceptual variation including different representations of mathematics; concept/ non-concept; the 
connective model 

¶ Diagnostic assessment: using diagnostic assessment to prepare for planning, using diagnostic assessment to improve understanding 
of the learner and their needs and using diagnostic assessment to plan long term intervention.  

¶ Managing intervention: Three levels of intervention: in class; immediate keep up and longer 
term catch up. 

Immediate benefits of pupils: Gaps will be identified by the 
diagnostic assessments and targeted intervention will be 
applied.  

So far 14 schools involving 28 participants, Teachers and TAs 
have been through the programme. We are currently training 
another 20 schools including 46 participants. Wave 4 will begin 
in March 2017 with an additional 20 schools having already 
expressed an interest. We will be recruiting for Wave 5 schools 
to begin in September 2017. EOI are now being taken- please 
contact Lisa Bradshaw. 

KS2-3 Transition 

In past 2 years the programme has included: 46 schools, primary/secondary and 65 Y6/7 practitioners from schools in Knowsley, Liverpool, 
Warrington, Wirral, St Helens and Wigan.  

Sessions have given practitioners from both phases, KS2 and 3, the opportunity to collaborate and to share and develop practice/policy and 
procedures. Teachers have had the opportunity to share books, schemes of work and planning, conduct lesson observations and 
environment walks to determine WWW and EBIs- comparing and reflecting on common practice. They have agreed and understand the 
benefits of common language ensuring consistency to enable 
progression across the key stages. They have developed a 
better understanding of progression through mathematical 
content/provision and as a result have improved subject 
knowledge across a range of mathematical concepts. It has 
helped to raise expectations with an increased respect and 
improved understanding of both phases. Teachers have had 
the opportunity to engage in CPD sessions based on the needs 
of the groups. 

It is intended that the transition between primary (KS2) and 
Secondary (KS3) within all establishments will be smoother for 
students and therefore having a positive impact on pupils’ 
outcomes (attainment and progress) and attitudes to learning 
will improve. KS3 will no longer be seen as ‘The wasted years’ 
and there will be a consistent approach to strategies and 
progression of themes and common language used. This 
project will continue to evolve based on participant feedback. 
We are currently recruiting the next round of schools for a 
June 2017 start. If you are a secondary provider and have a number of feeder primary colleagues interested in joining this network then 
please contact Lisa Bradshaw or Lindsay Porter to find out more.  

EEF- Y2 Reasoning Project (collaborative project) 

The project, using materials designed by researchers at Oxford University and funded by the Education Endowment Foundation (EEF) is 
being run in eight Maths Hubs areas and coordinated by the NCETM. NW Maths Hub 3 is one of the eight Maths Hubs participating. 

An earlier EEF trial of the programme showed a positive impact on pupils’ numeracy ability.  

In this larger scale project, at NW Maths Hub 3, we have recruited 20 primary schools, from across the NW, to participate in the project, 
which will run during the school year 2016/2017. The 20 schools that have been selected, half have been chosen at random to receive the 
teaching intervention, the other half will carry on teaching as usual. This group will receive training and the materials for use during the 
school year 2017/2018. Further details to follow… 



Secondary National and Local Projects 

An exciting offer for serving and returning secondary teachers 

who are moving into teaching mathematics, but do not have a 

previous mathematical qualification.

In 2016-17, we have recruited 26 candidates; this 

innovative Subject Knowledge Enhancement (SKE/TSST) 

course is delivered in partnership with experienced staff from 

Rainford High School working to support the maths hub 

alongside extremely experienced staff from Liverpool Hope 

University.

Secondary Maths CPD Network (Whole school department opportunity) 

Whole Secondary Maths departments have been meeting on ½ termly basis to explore key mathematical themes.  All themes 
have been selected based on need. Secondary Maths departments from across the NW have had the opportunity to engage in 
high quality CPD from experts in their field. It has provided an opportunity to network and share good practice. The next 
meeting will take place on: Tuesday 14th March 2017 at Rainford High School. The guest speaker at this session will be: 
Caroline Hamilton, @WRMathshub - Trinity Academy Halifax. Caroline is an experienced maths teacher and leader of the 
White Rose Maths hub.  She is the co-creator of the Hub’s detailed Mastery KS3 scheme of work which has teaching for depth 
of understanding at its core. This workshop will look at the difference between conceptual and procedural variation and how 
to create a question set that will help students create links and make them think.

KS3 Mathematical Reasoning Project (NCP4) 

 

Mathematical reasoning is one of the key themes in the new National Curriculum and a focus for the Maths Hubs Network. It is essential that 

schools develop students who are able to think mathematically and solve problems in a range of contexts. Students need to be able to 

articulate their reasoning in order to deepen their understanding of the mathematics and develop solutions to problems. This work group 

enables all hubs to offer nationally coordinated support to teachers and their departments so that they can collaborate together in 

developing this aspect of their curriculum provision. It also provides a possible approach for departments considering how to engage with the 

teaching and learning implications of the new KS3 programmes of study.  

In 2015-16; 10 schools were selected to pilot this programme. 4 schools have been selected to continue into Year 2- Christ the King-

Southport, Byrchall High School- Wigan, St Mary’s Catholic Academy-Blackpool and St Christopher’s CE High school.   

In 2016-17; 10 schools have been selected to begin the programme. St Hilda’s high school- Liverpool, Calderstones School-Liverpool, Great 

Sankey High School- Warrington, South Wirral High School, Knutsford Academy, Middlewich High School- Cheshire, Tarporley High- Cheshire, 

Hope Academy- St Helens, St Augustine of Canterbury High- St Helens and  Saints Peter and Paul Catholic College- Halton.  

NCP4 provides a common workgroup structure and content with centralised training of workgroup leads and a common evaluation format. 

Secondary Maths NQT Programme 

A key aim of this work group is to support teachers new to the 
profession to ensure they are providing a strong curriculum, 
teaching and professional development practices that can be 
shared amongst the departments they are working in and 
across the hub region. This Work Group has run successfully 
for the past two years and we intend to review and evaluate 
this programme on an annual basis to ensure we are 
continuing to meet the needs of all Maths secondary NQTs 
across the patch.
